Deacon Polyefktos is assigned to America:

At the direction of the Ecumenical Patriarch, and through the tonsure by His Eminence Germanos,
Metropolitan of Sardeon and Pisidia, Polyefktos is elevated to the rank of priest and then immediately to
Archimandrite at Agia Triada church at Pera, Constantinople. Polyefktos resigns his position as Under-secretary
of the Holy Synod, and departs for New York City, to serve as the priest of Holy Trinity church and to further
immerse himself in theologic education. Of interest in this report is the elevation of the Archdeacon of the
Metropolis of Chalcedon, Meliton Chatzis, to the position of under-secretary of the Holy Synod. Meliton
became among the most notable and influential hierarchs of the Ecumenical Patriarchate and the Eastern
Orthodox Church in general in subsequent decades, nearly becoming Ecumenical Patriarch himself, had not the
Turkish authorities interfered to disqualify him on their own political grounds.

The formal election of Polyefktos to the rank of auxiliary/assistant bishop took place on the 11t of October
consequent to the proposal by His Eminence Michael, Archbishop of North and South America, for the
consecration of a number of auxiliary/assistant bishops to serve him and the American faithful. Polyefktos, at
that time serving as the proistamenos of the community in San Francisco, was elevated, in addition to the rank
of auxiliary/assistant bishop to His Eminence Michael, to the See of the ancient bishopric of Tropaiou.
Polyefktos formal elevation and enthronement took place on the 3" of October at St. Nicholas Cathedral in
Pittsburgh, under the tonsure of His Eminence Michael, and their Graces, bishops Bogdan, Athenagoras of

travels to Constantinople to offer his respect to the Mother Church and to also visit his relatives. Bishop
Polyefktos stays in Constantinople for 2 months and in the period, he celebrated the Holy Liturgy in many
churches in the city, preached, and confirmed his personal commitment and respect, as well as that of his
American flock, to the Mother Church. He departed on the 14t of August, was introduced/admitted for final
